The NVC would fit in with major attractions already along the riverfront, and the attractions near the river
would help connect the land masses directly on the riverfront (above in orange) to the rest of Newark. 
Outlined in red are major Newark destinations.
1. Riverfront Stadium, 2. NJPAC, 3. Penn Station, 4. NVC, 5. Riverbank Park (outlined in red are other Newark attractions)

How can we bring Newark to the riverfront??

Currently, route 21 (above Penn station), Raymond Blvd. and Market Street (below Penn Station) create a 
barrier from the river making pedestrian access to the riverfrton difficult. The riverfront, however, has
valuable (and mostly vacant) land masses waiting to be developed (below in orange). There are several 
sites already located in prime position to benefit the development of the riverfront already (1,2,3&5 below) 
however, their current connection to the river is weak at best. The Newark Visitor Center (4 below) can act as 
a catalyst for development along the waterfront of a handful of different uses and spark a riverfront link 
to different attractions throughout Newark, muting the boundaries that currently exist between Newark and 
the Passaic River. 

Most of the attractions in Newark happen within reasonable walking distance to the riverfront as it is, so why 
not add the benefit of a continuous pedestrian link along the river with a great view and a nice breeze to link 
these attractions? Visitors can shop, visit an art gallery or a museum, have a nice dinner in the Ironbound,
head to a performance at NJPAC and head home via Penn Station, creating a truly sustainable visiting
experience while infusing Newark with more jobs, culture, safety, and regional attractiveness.
